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Let us turn to the first invitation

Ok,
we have 
text = "p4xkt count on the baker to know where merlin is imprisoned".
On this first invitation we also find "680=14=5".

Is there a relation between the text and the number 680 ?

I tried a few things. There are two, though remote, possibilities to derive the number 680 from the text of the first invitation.

Option 1.
Take a=1, b=2 etc, and add up all the values of the text. The result is 621 + values of the second character (the odd 
one out). This would leave a value of 59 to be assigned to the second character. This is bad, because there is no logical 
way to do this. Clearly, he value of the second character must be 1 mod 3, and 59 = 2 mod 3.

Option 2.
Consider the text without the p4xkt. Add up all letter values including those of "Please join us". You get 696. If the 
capital P is left out, we have 680 left. 

All a bit vague I admit. Does anyone have a clue of what the "680=14=5" has to do with the text of the first invitation ?
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small observation: 

in another thread, 680 is linked to the number of minutes in 11.20, 11 hours and twenty minutes.
Now if the clock is on 11.20 am, the hour hand has travelled 340 degrees starting from 0.00, start of day.
680 degrees brings at to 10.40 pm. This is the number (time ?) we find on one of the small notes page 68.

So, did uncle Richard in his attempts to unravel the purpose of the number 680, arrive at the time of 10.40 in this way ?
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I like the idea of correlating time with degrees.

You've got a real knack for finding numerical tie-ins.

Of course, we can't be sure whether the 680=14=5 was written on the invitation when Fisher received it, but it might have 
been, in which case the way it's divided by the crease could have some kind of significance.
